September 14 and 21    J.S. Bach and the “Mass in B minor”  
Bach’s “Mass in B minor” is widely considered to be one of the 
greatest choral works of all time.  Its place at the top of the 
sacred music repertory is unchallenged.  The man behind the 
music, in addition to being Lutheran, is a gifted and fascinating 
figure with a difficult childhood and a contentious personality that 
got him in hot water with his employers on more than one 
occasion. 
Join organist Jim Sawyers in the Chapel as we explore the life of J.S. Bach and 
his immortal “Mass in B minor.”   We hope that Dr. Robert Summer, retired USF 
professor and founder of the Master Chorale of Tampa Bay will join us for one of 
the sessions – please watch for more information about that to come.

Throughout 
the ages the church has had three different approaches to the question of war.

During October, Pastor Russell Meyer will lead the Adult Forum through a study 
discussion of how Christians have looked at war and what the Lutheran church 
teaches concerning it.

Confirmation We’re trying something new in Confirmation!  Instead of doing 

retreats, we’re moving to more of a Youth and Family Ministry approach to 
Confirmation.  Here’s how it works:   

¶ Sunday School class meets at 9:45AM EVERY Sunday during the 
school year.  Students are expected to attend every week.  We are 
studying the New Testament this year.   

¶ Cross Training meets 2 times a month on Sundays from 12:30-
2:30PM.  This year we are asking that a mentor attend the class with the 
confirmation student.  The mentor may be a parent or another adult who 
will help the child on their faith journey.  That means they come to class 
with the student and check in with them during the week to see how they 
are doing and if they have any questions about the last class or anything 
that’s on their mind. 

¶ Cross Walk will be once a month.  Students and their families will go out 
into the community to do a service project once a month.  SYM and 
families will also be participating in these service projects.
